AAA Move their Publishing Arrangements to Wiley-Blackwell

The American Anthropological Association has chosen to partner with Wiley-Blackwell from 2008 to publish its journals, newsletters, plus
AnthroSource — the premier online portal to full-text anthropology articles serving the research and teaching needs of scholars and
practitioners around the world.

The AAA Executive Board’s decision to partner with Wiley-Blackwell was the result of a year-long process, centering on a detailed request for
proposals, evaluation of publisher submissions, interviews, and reference checks with other scholarly societies.  The request for proposals
(RFP) was developed with input from journal editors, authors and members and was sent to nine publishers, of which six responded with
proposals, and five were interviewed.

CHANGES IN TITLE/ISSN FOR 2008
