PESA invites submissions that address a wide range of educational issues from a variety of theoretical/philosophical perspectives and traditions.

Conference Theme: Philosophy and Schools

Philosophy for Children and other philosophy programs in schools have been established for some time. The Curriculum Council of Western Australia introduced the Year 11/12 course Philosophy and Ethics in 2008. Papers dealing with practical issues of teaching philosophy in schools and philosophical issues concerning teaching philosophy in schools (including whether an unexamined course is worth teaching) are welcome. Papers that focus on the conference theme may be selected from among those presented at the conference, after further review, for a special issue of Educational Philosophy and Theory (http://www.wiley.com/bw/journal.asp?ref=0013-1857). 

Papers that deal philosophically with other educational issues are very welcome. The tradition of the Society is to provide a supportive environment for those who present papers and to encourage a more profound understanding of practical and theoretical issues in education. Those new to PESA are welcome to submit papers.

Refereed Papers

Papers should be submitted as an email attachment to b.haynes@ecu.edu.au  no later than September 1, 2010.

I. Papers should not exceed 6,000 words in length (excluding references and abstract)
II. They should be prepared in the style of the Society's journal, Educational Philosophy and Theory (http://www.wiley.com/bw/submit.asp?ref=0013-1857&site=1)
III. An abstract of 150–200 words should accompany each paper

IV. They should be submitted as an email attachment in either Word or PDF format with a title page that contains the following information:

a. Title of paper

b. Author's name

c. Institutional affiliation

d. Postal address

e. email address
Each paper submitted will be assigned to members of the conference program committee for blind review. Papers will be delivered in concurrent sessions to allow each presenter time to summarize their work and to allow sufficient time for discussion.

Working Papers

An abstract of around 500 words should be submitted by those who aim to make presentations of work in progress. Abstracts should be clearly headed, “Work in Progress” and submitted as an email attachment to b.haynes@ecu.edu.au
The deadline for such submissions is October 1, 2010. Working papers will be presented in a format that will allow time for discussion and constructive feedback.
