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The main campus area at Keele is the thriving heart of the University
and provides extensive meeting space out of term time. Venues
include the Sports Centre, Chancellor’s Building, housing the 400-
capacity Westminster lecture theatre, the Exhibition Hall, and over
twenty syndicate rooms.

Additional lecture theatres cater for seminars, smaller groups and
break-out sessions. Keele’s contemporary Medical School adds
striking modern design and more large-scale lecture theatre space.

Campus accommodation is available during vacation times and
includes over 2,000 bedrooms just a short walk from the conference
area. Bars, shops and gardens are close by and the University’s
Leisure Centre is available to overnight guests.

Bedrooms
