Proposals for both special issues should be for 8-10 articles of up to 8,500 words in length, including an editorial overview. Proposals should be concise, and certainly no longer than 750 words. Proposals may come from practitioners as well as academics, and are equally welcome from new scholars or more established figures.

Office at Sussex European Institute is 1 December 2008. Proposals will then be passed to two selection panels.

The successful teams of applicants will be expected to organise a JCMS-funded workshop. After the workshops, papers will be reviewed according to our exacting standards in time to be passed to the copy editor in July 2009 and September 2010 respectively.

All proposals will be considered for both special issues, although a preference should be indicated on submission of a proposal.

The decision of the Selection Panel is final. There is no appeal. Communication on the substance of any proposal with members of the panel will result in automatic exclusion from the competition.
